    Just south of Cape Hatteras is Morehead City, N. Carolina, home of Olympus Divers.  This was listed as ‘Torpedo Alley” in WWII due to the number of boats sunk by U-Boats and they have put even more down since then. Sure, we say we go to see WWII wrecks, but there are so many fish you are spellbound by the schools.  Just when you think you hit overload, the Sand Tiger sharks come around a corner. 
The wrecks include U-352, Schurz (a confiscated German cruiser), Ashkhabad, Caribsea, Papoose, Aeolus, and many others, mostly in the 70’-120’ depths.
The boat is roomy and comfortable with spots to rest and a kitchenette. Dive briefings are done Live from the bottom as the crew ties into the wreck and checks conditions.
